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• English: always – from Middle English alwayes, alwey (14th century, denoting 
distribution; referring to once) 
 
• German: immer – from ‘iomér’ – ‘per more’

• Italian: sempre – from Latin, “sem-per” (always) from Proto-Indo-European *sḗm 
(‘one’), whence also Latin sem-el (‘once’) 
 
• Portuguese: sempre 
 
• Spanish: siempre 
 
• Dutch: altijd 
 
• Russian: всегда (pronounced ‘vsegda’), from: ‘all years’ (‘all’ for ‘vse’ and ‘gda’ is a 
reduced from of ‘goda’ – ‘years’) 
 
• Greek: πάντα (pronounced ‘banda’) 
 
• Japanese: 常に (pronounced ‘fukushi’)
